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.  BACKGROUND

The District recognizes that the needs of individual students and families must be
addressed. Consideration of desegregation goals, available space, and cost factors are
necessarily involved in all aspects of the permit and/or transfer policy. The procedures
provided in this bulletin have been devel oped to acknowledge and accommodate these
concerns.

For the purpose of this bulletin, the term “parent” shall refer to the sudent’ s parent,
guardian, or other identified custodial adult.

[I.  GUIDELINES FOR INTRADISTRICT PERMITS AND TRANSFERS
A. Permit Issuance and Termination
1. A permit application will be provided to all parents who request one.

Applications can be obtained at the local school. Parents must submit
individual applicaions for each child in a household.

2. When permits are granted, these students are to be treated in every respect as
though they were resident students in the resolution or mediation of any
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problems. This policy includes permits that have been issued as a result of

school error. However, any permit may be terminated if it was obtained by
misrepresentation, or inthe event of loss of digibil ity.

Guidelines for changes of school assignment for sudentsin PWT, Magnet,
Satellite Zone, Capacity Adjustment Programs, and the Advanced Studies
Program are detailed in Section I11. J. 4. and in, Opportunity Transfers,
Bulletin No. Z-58, Deputy Superintendent, Operations and Suppart Services,
dated April 20, 1999.

Note: Thetransfer of astudent from one school to another for the purpose of
improving achievement, attendance, or adjustment may be addressed as an
opportunity transfer rather than as a permit. (See Opportunity Transfers
Bulletin for details).

The School of Attendance must inform the parents of students on permit that
the following i ntradigtrict permits must be renewed annud ly:

a.  Child Care Permits
b. Residence Permits
Most permits do not carry transportation privileges. However, if transporta-

tion privileges are granted, it must be with the understanding that no changes
in established bus scheduling or routing will be made.

B. Permit Reinstatement

A Continuing Enrollment Permit shall be issued, or a canceled permit reinstated,
upon request, by the last District school attended, if:

1.

the movement of the child from one address to another came about because of
divorce or legal separation, or

the student left the District for a period of time (not to exceed one semester)
and, without attending another LAUSD school, returned to the District school
last attended.
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The school reinstating or issuing the permit should fill out a Pupil Accounting
Report (PAR [Attachment C]), completing Sections 1 and 4, and distributing it, as

required.

C. Residence Information

1.  School Responsibility

a

Once a semester, each school shdl notify parents, in writing, of their
responsibility to inform the school of any changeof address or telephone
number and, at the same time, shall inform them of the possibility of a
Continuing Enrollment Permit.

Every month, each school shdl inform students concerning their
responsibility to notify the school of any change of address or telephone
number and advise them of the possibility of a Continuing Enrollment
Permit.

Each school shall retain documentation of compliance with the
notification reguirements.

2. Address Verification

a

The school administrator will be responsible for verification of the
address of student for purposes of enrollment and/or permit application.
To do so, the school administrator may require the parent or guardian to
produce reasonabl e evidence of residency. This evidence may consist of
the following, in thisorder: (1) property tax receipts; (2) rent payment
receipts; or (3) utility payment receipts.

For homel ess students, see Enrollment of Homdess Children and Youth
in Schoals, Bulletin No. Z-59, Student Health and Human Services
dated December 21, 1998.

3.  School Error

a

When a student is enrolled, despite having given an address which is
actually outside the school’ s attendance area, and the error is not
discovered within the first three weeks of the school year, the school
shall give the parent the option of
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1) transferring the student to the School of Residence or

2) having the student continue at the current school for the balance of
the semester.

If the error is not discovered within one semester, a Continuing
Enrollment Permit shall be offered.

Athletic eligibility for senior high school students, in the above-
described situation, is subject to Rules and Regulation Governing
Interscholastic Athletics. All questions regarding student interscholastic

athletic eligibility should bereferred to the Director, Interscholastic
Athletics Section, at (213) 743-3640.

4. Failureto Report Change of Address

a

Provided the school meets its responsibility regarding Residence
Information, afamily’ s failure to report, in writing, a change of address
within 30 calendar days shall be cause for forfeiture of theright to a
Continuing Enrollment Permit.

If the designated administrator determines that no permit is to be issued,
the student will be transferred to the new School of Residence under the
same provisions asthose in 5.c. or 5.d. below.

5. False Address or Inaccurate Residence Information

a

Any student who has been enrolled in a school on thebasis of afalse
address or inacaurate residence information shdl be immediately
transferred to the School of Residence. The student shall not be eligible
to receive any type of permit to the school where the falsification or
inaccuracy occurred until the conclusion of that semester plus one
additional semester.

The school will notify the parents, in writing, that the false address or
inaccurate residence information has been discovered and that the
student will be transferred to the School of Residenceon the date
indicated (see 5.c). Copies of the Pupil Accounting Report shall be
distributed, as required.
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If afalse address or inaccurate residenceinformation which was given as
abasisfor enrollment is discovered:

1) During thefirst half of atrack/semester, the student isto be
transf erred to the School of Residenceimmediatdy.

2)  During the second half of atrack/semester, the student may be
allowed to complete that track/semester.

3) During the intersession, attendance is to be terminaed, if so
determined by the principal or designated administrator, at the end
of intersession.

Students discovered to be living outside the Los Angeles Unified School
District, in the absence of an Interdistrict Permit or Interdistrict
Employment-Related Transfer, must be transferred immediately to the
district of residence.

6. Optional Attendance Area Decision

a

The parents of a student who moves into an optional attendance area
shall have the options explained to themwhen they first appear to
register. Once the parent signs aform indicating a choice of school
(Attachment F), the decision isto be considered final. The decision
should be made before the student is enrolled.

When students will be matriculating into an optional area, the school
shall so inform the gudent and parents during the tenth week of the last
track/second semester prior to matriculation. The choice shall be made
by the parents, in writing (Attachment F), and copies forwarded to the
schools involved.

If the parent does not respond to reasonabl e attempts at notification by
mail and by td ephone, the Optional Area Decision will be considered to
have been made when the student actually enrdlsin one of the schools
at the next higher level of education.

Once an Optional Area Decision has been made by the parent, any
change of schools thereafter will require a valid permit or Distrid-
initiated transfer.
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7.

Divided Home

a

In acaseinvolving divorced or legally separated parents, both of whom
are living within the Los Angeles Unified School District boundaries, the
student may attend the school in the residence area of either parent. The
same standard applies to unmarried parents who lived together and are
now separated.

No permit is necessary for the student to remain at one school or to
transfer to the other.

The move s to be recorded on the Pupil Accounting Report as a change
of resdence only.

D. Ethnic ldentification

1.

Ethnic identification, as required by court-ordered integration, is necessary for
Open Enrollment, Interdistrict, and certain Child Care Permits.

Verification by official document is not mandatory unless the ethnicity of the
student cannot be determined visually. If documentation is required, but not
forthcoming, theschool administrator will deny the request for apermit
application.

Verification can be established by:

a

Birth certificate, baptismal records, tribal documentation or other official
documents relating to the student or member of the immediate family

Military discharge papers of immediate family members
Notarized statement(s) establishing long-term personal knowledge of

community identification from an unrelated third party, suchas a
member of the clergy, a school administrator, or a public offidal.

E. Athletic Eligibility

1

All permits, except Medical Permits, cary interscholastic athletic privileges,
subject to limitations in Rules and Regul&ions Governing Interscholastic
Athletics.
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All questions regarding student interscholastic athletic eligibility should be
referred to the Director, Interscholastic Athletics Section, at (213) 743-3640.

1. TYPESOF INTRADISTRICT PERMITS TRANSFERS AND RELATED PROCEDURES

A. Sibling Permit

1.

Siblings, for purposes of this section, include natural brothers and sisters and
any foster children, stepchildren, or other children living in the same home &
aresult of marriage, or welfare or protective services placeanent.

A Sibling Permit may be issued, if space is available, to any student who has a
brother or sister attending the school on one of the foll owing:

a.  Open Enrollment Transfer
b. Satellite Zone assignment
c. Capacity Adjustment Program assignment

d. Because of ahome divided by divorce, legd separation, or in the case of
unmarried parents who lived together and are now separated.

Sibling Permits are not to be approved based solely on school boundary
changes. Child Care Permits and Special Education placements do not carry
sibling privileges athough siblingsin cases of Child Care Permits are given
priority in applying for the permit over other new applicants. (See Section on
Child Care Permits.)

It is not necessary for a Sibling Permit applicant to participatein adrawing at
the Receiving School. The Sibling Permit is not counted as one of the limited
number of permits allowable at each school and may be issued even if Open
Enrollment Transfers are not available. Ethnicity is not aconsideration in the
issuance of this pemit.

When District transportation isinvolved, kindergarten children may be denied
this permit because of the diff erencein the length of the school day.

Once this permit is issued, the student shall be considered to have the same
permit or assignment status as that held by the other sibling.

B. Conti

1

There are no timeconstraints on applying for this permit.
nuing Enrollment Permit

When a student movesout of the attendance area of theschool he or sheis
attending, but wishes to remain at the school, a Continuing Enrollment Permit
may be granted if certainrequirements are met:

a  themoveisinto another LAUSD school attendance area, and

b. attendance at the first school was for a minimum of 20 consecutive
weeks. (The consecutive weeks may include the previous school year,
but not intersession programs.)

c. ORthemoveisdueto the family being displaced by the District. Proof
of LAUSD displacement is the household’ s “ L etter of Eligibility” issued
by the LAUSD Office of Housing and Relocation. In the event of alost
“Letter of Eligibility,” the family may contact the Office of Housing and
Relocation at (213) 633- 8428 for written confirmation of its status as a
displacee. In such cases, the Continuing Enrollment Permit is granted on
a permanent basis.

The parent may request the Continuing Enrollment Permit at the School of
Attendance when giving notification of change of address. This permit does
not require the completion of a Permit Application Form. The School of
Residence will be notified of the permit through the distribution of the PAR
by the School of Attendance. A change of address within the District isto
have no effect on any permit already issued, providing the school is propely
notified of any such change.

The student may remain until the conclusion of the current school year. When
the move to another attendance area occurs during the next to the last year
offered by the school, the enrollment may be extended to include the last year,
at the principal’s option.

If the enrollment period was for less than 20 continuous weeks, the following
guidelines shall prevail:

a. During thefirst half of any track/semester, the student will be transferred
to the School of Resdence immedi ately.
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b.  During the second half of any track/semester, the student may be
permitted to complete that track/semester.

While the above guidelines must be considered even when students are
transferred between schools with differing schedules, the following concems
must also be addressed:

a.  The student must be assured the opportunity to have the equivalent of a
full year's assignment, irrespective of theschool’ s schedules.

b.  Theexact date of the transfer shall be determined only after consultation
with the parent and between administrators of the schoolsinvolved.
Educational continuity for thestudent and the impact on the new School
of Residence must be of primary consideration.

No days of attendance after the student has changed address shall be counted
toward eligibility for a Continuing Enrollment Permit.

Children of divorced, legally separated parents, or unmarried parents who lived
together and are now separated, are not bound by the 20 weeks of continuous
attendance requirement or the restrictions on movements to previous address
when the homes of the parents are involved (see Page 2. B.1.). Such moves, to
the home of one parent or the other, do not require a permit and need only be
recorded on a PAR as aresidence change.

A Continuing Enrollment Permit should beissued even if attendanceis
interrupted by enrollment outside the District if it is determined the
interruption was caused by divorce, separation, or in the case of unmarried
parents who lived together and are now separated.

C. Child Care Permit

1.

When a child livesin one school’ s attendance area, but is being cared for
before and/or after school hours by an adult who lives or works within another
school’ s attendance area, a permit to attend the latter school may beissued for
those students who meet the éligibility requirements.

Grade Levd Eligibility

a.  Elementary schools, grades K-5 or K-6.
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b.

C.

Middle schools, grades 6-8.

Multilevel schools, grades K-8.

3. Application Period

Child Care Permits may be issued at any time during the school year, however,
permits for the upcoming school year shall not be issued before the permit
application period in the Spring. The permit application period for the new year
begi nsthe firs Monday in May.

4.  Schoolsat or near Capacity

a

Students with valid applications for Child Care Permits to attend such
schools will be granted permits through the first week of the school year if
the school isnot within 3% of its cgpacity.

After thefirst week of school, Child Care Permits will be issued only

if spaceisavailable at the appropriate grade level. If the principal
determines that space is needed by resident students, the principal may
contact principals of neighboring schools or the staff of the Office of
School Management Services who, in conjunction with the Local District
Superintendent, will assist the parent in locating a school with space, if one
isavailable.

5. Employment-Related Child Care (Intradistrict)

Under the following conditions, a parent may seek a Child Care Permit for a
child to attend the designated school near his or her place of work:

a

b.

No adult child care provider is available in the home.
The parent will be responsible for child care supervision.

The address of the place of employment will determine the School of
Attendance.

The employer will agree, in writing, that the parent will be available at
all times during the school day to pick up the child in the event of
ill ness, injury, or other emergency.
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Satisfactory arrangements will be made regarding supervision of the
child before and after school. (If the child isto be supervised at the
parent’ s workplace before and/or after school, the employer’ s statement
will include approval of this arrangement.)

6. Court-ordered Integration Guidelines for Child Care Permits

a

Principals must examine the integration impact of child care permits at
their schools, particularly in those schools that are between 60% and
70% Other White (OW) enrollment.

Schools with 70% or more OW enrollment, as determined by the current
Ethnic Survey, must forward Child Care Permit applications for OW
students to the LAUSD Permit Appeals Committee.

Schools with an OW percentage lower than 60% based on the current
year’s Ethnic Survey Report, can accept any student on a Child Care
Permit aslong as:

1) spaceisavalade
2)  theschool maintainsits court-ordered integration status, and

3) the Other White (OW) percentage does not exceed 60% of the
total school population.

Predominantly Hispanic, Black, Asian, and Other Non-Anglo (PHBAO)
schools that have an OW percentage within the 25-29.9% range must
maintain their OW percentage within available space.

PHBAO schools that have an OW percentage within the 0-24.9% range
are not restricted by integration guidelines that would prevent the
issuance of a Child Care Permit.

Schools that have exceeded their court-ordered integration ratio will not
be permitted to make further OW enrollments through the Child Care
Permit process. Parents are to be referred to other school sites where
similar child care programs are available. Parents shall be notified of
their right to appeal this decisionto the LAUSD Permit Appeals
Committee.
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If aschool’s OW student population is within 5% of reaching the court-
ordered integration ratio, Child Care Permits will be allowed ona2:1 or
1:1 PHBAO to OW ratio. The principal isresponsible for maintaining

the court-ordered integration ratio determined for the school site.

7.  Digtrict Child Care Programs Housed at District Sites

a

At the Enrollment Roadshow, classroom space is identified for resident
students, special education studerts, permit students, traveling students,
and projected resident growth. Remaining space may be utilized for
Child Care Permits and Open Enrollment and will be identified by the
principa during the Enrollment Roadshow.

The school principal has the responsibility of monitoring the school’s
integration ratio on an ongoing basis. Principals have the responsihility
to enhance the integration balance at their schools through child care
programs that they allow to be housed at their school sites.

8.  Procedure: Child Care Permit |ssuance

a

The Child Care Permit, once issued, shall be extended through the
highest grade of eligibility at the School of Attendance.

The original application for a Child Care Permit isto be obtained from
the School of Residence. The principal of the School of Residence must
deem the student eligible before signing the permit application for the
child to attend another school. The student is the responsibility of the
School of Residence until the permit is granted by the School of
Attendance, by issuance of the Pupil Accounting Report (PAR).
Substantiation of continued eligibility during subsequent yearsisthe
responsibility of the School of Attendance (Attachment B). To establish
eligibility for the Child Care Permit, parents must meet the following
requirements:

1)  Both parents must be working on a full-time basis away from the
home, or be enrolled full-time in atraining or educaional program,
or be in asituationthat prevents adut supervision in thehome
when the child leaves for and/or returns from school.

2)  Child care needs must be substantiated by providing the fol lowing:
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a) Proof of employment of both parents/guardians/custodial
adults

(1) A copy of arecent pay stub or pay receipt, and

(2) A letter on the employer’ s stationery verifying full-time
employment, or

b) If self-employed, a copy of the business, profession, or trade
license or a copy of the license renewal payment receipt
(must be valid during the requested school year), or

c) A copy of enrollment forms from alocal school, college, or
other training institution showing enrollment in a full-time
course of study during the school year.

The School of Attendance, upon receipt of the application, will ask the
parent and child care provider to complete the process at the school. The
child care provider must show proof of either residing or working in the
school’ s attendance area. 1n cases of commercial child care providers, a
current business license will suffice.

The student shall be the responsibility, before and/or after school, five
days per week, of aresponsible adult who lives or works within the
attendance area of the school to whi ch the appli cation is being made. In
the event parents cannot be contacted, the designated child care provider
shall be available to pick up the child in the event of illness, injury, or
other emergency and must so indicate in writing. For students receiving
child care services from District Early Education Centers, child careis
restricted to contracted hours.

The Permit Application (Attachment B) must be completed and on file at
the School of Attendance before a permit is granted and recorded on the
Pupil Accounting Report.

9. Procedure: Child Care Permit Renewd

a

Holders of Child Care Permits must be informed of the requirement to
verify continued eligibility each year at the School of Attendance.

When students on Child Care Permits conclude the final year of
elementary school and wish to enter middle school on the basis of child
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care, new applications must be initiated at the middle school of
residence, and the permits requested from the new (secondary) School of
Attendance.

Cc. A separatepermitisnecessary for each sibling in afamily or home.
Siblings of current Child Care Permit students will be given priority over
other new permit gpplicants.

10. Procedure: Child Care Permit Termination

a.  The permit may be canceled if there is any change relative to the above
guidelines.

b. If the permitis canceled or terminated, the parent should be advised to
enroll the child & the School of Residence, unless the parent chooses to
appeal. Pendingthe outcome of theappeal to the District Permit
Appeals Committee, the child may be allowed to remain at the School of
Attendance.

D. Residence Permit

When a student’ s residence is other than with the parent(s) on afull-timebasis
(seven days and seven nights per week), with arelative or other custodial adult, a
Residence Permit may be issued.

When an adult (18 years of age or older) has lawfully executed a Caregiver’s
Authorization affidavit (“ Affidavit”) (Attachment I) and has met all other legd
requirements, the student named in the Affidavit, living in the Caregver’shome, is
deemed to have satisfied residency requirements for school enrollment based on the
Caregiver’s address. By signing the Affidavit, the Caregiver also legally authorizes
the school to rende school-related medical care for the student.

The Education Code states that avalidly executed Affidavit constitutes sufficient
basis for determining the residency of the minor, without the requirement of
guardianship, adoption, or another kind of court order, unless the district determines
from actual facts that the minor is not living with the Caregiver. The Affidavit does
not confer on the Caregiver or take away from the parent/guardian’ s right to care,
custody or control of the student, including but not limited to the right to access
student records. The Affidavit is only good for one year from the date of execution.
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The adult signing the Affidavit to enroll a student must provide supporting
documentation to show that the adult is either (a) a Qualified Relative, or (b) a Non-
Relative. Through the affidavit, the Qualified Relative can a so authorize medical
treatment outsidethe school. The definition of a“Qudified Relative” isshown in
Attachment H. The definition of a“Non-Relative” isan adult caregiver with an
established familial or mentoring relationship with the child, who is not a Qualified
Relative.

The Caregiver’s Authorization Affidavit will be used in lieu of the Declaration for
Transfer/Statement of Residence, which is obsolete due to changesin the law.

E. Prospective Residence Change Permit

With proof of an anticipated move within 60 days into a school’ s attendance area, a
Prospective Residence Change Permit may be issued.

1. Parents must be informed that, at theend of the 60 days, school personnd will
verify that the move has occurred. Both the date of the request for the
Prospective Residence Change Permit and the date on which the 60-calendar
day period expires are to be recorded on the Pupil Accounting Report.

2. Thetime covered by a Prospective Residence Change Permit shall not count
toward the requirement for a Continuing Enrollment Permit.

3.  If the change of residence is not completed by the agreed-upon date, and the
principal determines that the move will not be made within a reasonable time,
the permit is to be terminated and the student transferred immediately to the
School of Residence.

4.  Address verification assistance may be obtained from the Local District Pupil
Services and Attendance Office serving the prospective School of Residence.

F. Medical Permit

When a student is under regular and current care of alicensed health care provider
(such as a physician, a psychologst, or amental health agency) for a severeand/or
chronic health condition or problem that affects the ability of the student to attend
the School of Residence or School of Assignment, a permit to attend a different
school may be recommended by the Director of Student Medical Services or the
Director of Mental Health Services.
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1. A detailed report from alicensed health care provider who is providing regular
and current care to the student will be required to substantiate the nature and
severity of the problem. The report must also state why attendance at a school
other than the School of Residence/School of Assignment isintegral to the
success of treament.

The Director of Student Medical Services will assignthe school physician to
meet with the parent and student if their request meets the requirements for a
Medical Permit. District medical personnel reserve the right to examine the
student and all his or her availablemedical records.

2. Medica Permitswill not be recommended to prevent an illness or for social
reasons, family problems, or transportation convenience. Requests for
Medical Permits may be considered at any time during the school year.
Medical Permits for the next school year will be processed on or after the first
Monday in May.

3. If aMedicd Permit is recommended, the school physician will communicate
pertinent information to the designaed administrator of the Local District,
who will make the assignment to a school.

a.  Theassignment will not necessarily be to the requested school and shall
not be to a school the student attended in the immediate past on thebasis
of inaccurate residence information.

b. Medica Permit assignments are not made to schools which have been
designated as overcrowded.

c.  Whilethe applicant’s ethnicity will be a consideration, it will be only
one of the many factors considered in the assignment of the student on a
Medical Permit.

4. Medica Permits do not provide either the privileges of Sibling Permits or the
benefits of District-furnished transportation.

5. A student who is granted a Medical Peemit may be ineligible to engagein
interscholastic ahletics.

6. If theapplication for aMedical Permit is denied, the parent(s) may appeal the
decision to the Medical Review Board (members selected by the Assistant
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Superintendent of Student Health and Human Services).

Appeal conferences will be arranged as soon as possible. Results of the
appeal will be reported to parents, and copies will be provided to the Local
District Superintendent and the appropriate school administrators.

7. All concerns regarding the continuation or cancellation of aMedical Permit
shall be referred to the Director of Student Medical Services.

8. Requestsfor achange of school because of health problems for students
designated as Individuals with Exceptional Needs (IWEN) are to be referred to
the Special Education Unit Coordinator. District health personnel will provide
the available, pertinent health information.

G. Court-Ordered Integration and Other Specialized Programs

District student integration programs are provided to address the harms of racial
isolation and to enhance educational opportunities. PWT and Magnet Schools are
voluntary pe'mit programs. Saellite Zone and Capacity Adustment are not pemit
programs, and gudents participae at the direction of District administration, with
the approval of the Board of Education.

1.  Permit Programs

a

Permits With Transportation (PWT)

Transportation is provided for students who have been granted
permits through the application process to attend designated
receiving schools.

The specific sending and receiving schools and the number of
PWT spaces offered are determined annually by the Office of
Student Integration Services.

All PWT students have the same rights and responsibilities as other
students attending the receiving school. All assignment changes of
PWT students are the responsibility of the designated administrator
at theinitial school of Court-Ordered Integration Assignment and
shall be coordinated with the Local District Office, the
Transportation Branch, and Student Integration Services. Transfa's
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of PWT students require the completion of the proper form
(Attachment D), in addition to the PAR.

Parents shall be notified of the appeal procedure in any case of
disagreement over a school transfer recommended by the
administrator.

Guidelines for changes of assignment are contained in Opportunity
Transfers, (O.T.s) Bulletin No. Z-58, dated April 20, 1999, Office
of Student Health and Human Services

PWT is open only to residents of the District. Unless approved by
the Board of Education, students residing outside the District shall
not be enrolled in the program.

Magnet Schools

Permits and transportation to attend Magnet Schools may be
granted to those students whose presence improves the ethnic
balance of the school and who are in the designated grade levels of
the program. The number and ethnicity of studentsto receive
permits to attend Magnet Schools shall be determined annually by
the Office of Student Integration Services through the application
process.

Applications to attend Magnet Schools are processed by the Office
of Student Integration Services. Assignments are made by
computerized, random selection in conformance with District-
determined, ethnically balanced guidelines. Only those students
whose names appear on the Magnet School lists may be enrolled.
As students actudly enroll, the Magnet School is to notify thar
Schools of Residence and request thar school records.

Sibling privileges are not offered for Magnet School programs.

Students assigned to Magnet Schools have the same basic rights
and responsibilities as all other students in the District.

If achange of assignment becomes advisable, studentsin Magnet
Schools, so far asis practicable, are to be offered another
integration program for which they areeligible. The principal or
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designee shall explain the optionsto the parent and record the
parent’ s decision on the Transfer Information Form (Attachment
D).

a) If the parent requests that the student be returned to the
School of Residence, the administrator shall cancel the
permit by using a PAR (Attachment C).

b) If the parent requests the opportunity to attend another
integration program, the principal, with the assistance of the
Local Distria Office and Student Integraion Services, will
attempt to effect an dternative placement on an “opportunity”
basis.

6) The appea procedure appliesin cases of disagreement over the
change of school.

C. Overcrowded Pamit

When a school has reached its enrollment capacity and cannot
accommodate additional students from its attendance area, new enrollees
mandatorily are assigned, and sent with District transportation provided,
to areceiving school where space is available. This school iscalled a
receiving school. The Overcrowded Permit allows the parent another
option to the Capacity Adjustment Program.

1. An Overcrowded Permit cannot beissued until the resdent school is
officially capped by School Management Services.

2. The permit canonly be used at adjacent school within the Local
District.

3. The Overcrowded Permit does not carry transportation privileges.

4. The Overcrowded Permit does not carry sibling privileges.

5. The Overcrowded Permit is granted based on space availability and is
good for one year. Renewal is based on spaceavailable at the

adjacent school. If the adjacent school is projected to be within 3%of
the school’ s operating capacity, the permit may be terminated at the
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end of the of the school year.

6. The permit does not require the completion of a permit application
form. Upon parental request, the school of residence will issue a
“pass through” Pupil Accounting Report (PAR) to the adjacent
school. Inthe Student Information System (SIS), the reason for
transfer islisted as #43-Overcrowded Permit.

2. Non-Permit Program Assignments--Overcrowded Schools To provide relief
for overcrowded schools, and to better utilize available space, a number of
schools have been designated to participate in Satdlite Zone or Capacity
Adjustment Programs. Coordination and guidelines for overcrowded schools
are provided by the Office of School Management Services, (213) 241-6414.
Parents may be offered certain options within these programs

a.  Capacity Adjustment Program (CAP) schools may offer:
1) A specified, integrated receiver school with District transportation.

2) A specified, non-integrated receiver school with District
transportation, when available

b. Satellite Zone Program (SAT) schools will offer an assignment to the
designated satdlite receiving school.

The School of Residence should complete and distribute a PAR for each
student assigned to SAT or CAP (or to the school selected among the options
noted above).

Students who do not report to the Receiving School will be referred to the
Integration Support Unit of Pupil Services and Attendance.

When SAT or CAP availahility islimited to specific grades, siblings in other
grades, except kindergarten, are to be accommodated on a Sibling Permit
subject only to the limitations of gpace on the bus or at the Receiving Schooal.

If achange of assignment becomes advisable for a SAT or CAP student, the
first choice shoud be another school which is recaving students from the same
general residence area. Students may not be returned to the original School of
Residence without the approval of the Local District Superintendent, or
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designeg, for that school.
Advanced Studies Enrollment Transfers

The Advanced Studies Program was devel oped to meet the increasing
demands for high-level academic programs that serve the educational needs of
highly able learners. Eligibility requirements and application procedures are
outlined in Transfers of Elementary and Secondary Students to Schools for
Advanced Studies Specially Funded and Parent/Community Programs
Division, Bulletin No.BP-2 (Rev.), Dated April 23, 2001.

IV. INTERDISTRICT PERMITS OR TRANSFERS

Interdistrict permits or transfers authorize the transfer of students between LAUSD and
other school districts.

A.

General Guiddines

1.

The Permits and Student Transfers Office of Pupil Services and Attendance
has administrative responsibility for Interdistrict Permit activity in the District.
School principals ae not to grant, deny, or cancel Interdistrict Permits

Interdistrict Permits/Transfers may be issued at any time throughout the year.
Schools of Attendance must inform the parents of students on permit that the
permits must be renewed annually. (Interdistrict Employment-Related
Transfersdo not require annual renewal, but are subject to periodic
verification at the discretion of the Receiving School Administrator).

Interdistrict Permits/Transfers will not be granted to attend LAUSD schools
designated as overcrowded.

A permit is not issued, despite otherwise qualifying , if:
a. theproposed receiving district will not approve the permit or

b.  there has been falsification of digibility information in order to avoid
permit policies.

Permits may be denied if their issuance would negatively impact the District’s
ethnic integraion goals.
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In the absence of an Interdistrict Permit, students discovered to beliving
outside of LAUSD boundaries will be transferred immediately to the district
of residence.

In the case of parents who are divorced or legally separated and living in
separate schod districts, or in the case of unmarried parents who lived
together an are now separated, the student may attend school in either district
and no Interdistrict Permit i s necessary.

B. Ciriteriafor Issuance of Interdistrict Permits/Transfers

The following criteria of Interdistrict Permits/Transfers will assist school
administrators in advising interested applicants.

1.

Child Care:  Permits may be issued to students who meet the eligibility and
supervision requirements for Interdistrict Child Care Permits. Interdistrict
Child Care Permits are offered initially for grades K-8 and, once issued, may
be extended through high schooal.

Continuing Enroliment: Students may be granted a permit to compl ete the
school year in another district if they have attended in that district and at that
school, by virtue of their residence, for a minimum of 20 consecutive weeks
before moving into LAUSD.

Health: Permits may beissued for student health conditions requiring
attendance in another district when validated by District Student Medical or
Mental Health Services.

Multicultural Student Transfer Program (MC): Permits may be issued to
enable students to attend Beverly Hills High School subject to terms and
conditions specified in an Interdistrict agreement between the District and
Beverly Hills Unified School District.

Opportunity (OT): Permits may be issued when a situation exists which
seriously dfects a pupil’ s education or welfare or resultsin an extreme
hardshi p on the family.

Overcrowded (OCS): Permits may be issued to enable students to attend
schools in other digricts when the enrollment at the school of residenceis
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identified as overcrowded.

District-Employee Program (DEP): Permits may be issued to enable students
to attend school in the school district which employstheir parentsif it is
agreed to by both districts in inter-district written contracts.

Prospecti ve Residence Change:  Upon proof of an anticipated move into
another district within 60 days, a permit may be issued to allow the student to
enroll in the new district of residence.

Safety: A permit may beissued if it is determined by the School Traffic and
Safety Education Section that hazardous traffic conditions exist on thepath to
the School of Residence.

Special Education: Applications for permits for Individuals with Exceptional
Needs (IWEN’s) will be referred to the Division of Special Education.

Senior Status:  Students in the final year of elementary, middle, or senior high
may be allowed to complete the year at the same school where they attended
the previous year.

Specified Permit Area (PA): Students may be granted permits to attend the
Culver City Unified School District or the Beverly Hills Unified School
District if their legal residences fall within specified areas of Los Angeles.

| nterdistrict Parent Employment-Related Transfers (PERT): Permits may be
issued to students who reside in one school district but whose parents are
employed within the boundaries of another district. Interdistrict Parent
Employment-Related Transfers are offered initially for grades K-8 and, once
issued, may be extended through high school.

C. Interdistrict Permit Procedures

1.

An application to attend a district other than the LAUSD may be obtained
from the LAUSD School of Residence. The completed application and
supporting documentation are to be submitted to the Permits and Student
Transfers Office, as indicated on the application form.

Applicationsto enter the LAUSD from another school district are obtained
from the district of residence. If approved by the Permits and Student
Transfers Office of the LAUSD, that office will send written notification to
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the applicant, the requested School of Attendance, and the school district of
residence.

V. APPEAL PROCEDURES

The denial or cancellation of apermit can be appealed, except in cases where thereisa
lack of space at the requested school. (Medical Permitsand Parent Employment-

Related Transfers have separate appeal procedures.)

A. Intradistria Permits

The principal of the School of Attendance shall notify parents of the appeal
procedures. Pending the outcome of any appeal, the following stipulations

When arequested permit is denied, the student shall remain at the

2) Digtrict Permit Appeals Committee. This committee is composed
of representatives from the following offices:

School Management Services
Student Integration Services
Student Health and Human Services
Budget Services

To appeal the denial of aMedical Permit, (see Section 11l. I. 6., p. 16).

Once an appeal isinitiated by the parents, unlessit is granted a step 1, it
IS to proceed automatically to step 2. The decision will be recorded on
the original appeal procedure form (Notification of Appeal Procedure,
Attachment G)

Appeal Criteria
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The principle fector in permit appeals is that suitablechild careisonly
available at the requested school and is not available at the resident school or
any other school where there would not be an adverse racial impact from the
transfer. Factors which can be considered include, but are not limited to:

a.  Theneed for child care at the pamit school.
b.  The need for extended hours of child care at the permit school.
c. Theneed for free or subsidized child care at the pamit school.

d. Thelocation of the child care provider at the permit school is more
convenient to the parent’ s work location, hours of work, and/or travel
time.

e.  Theneed for child care by amember of the child’s family located at the
permit school.

f.  Theneed for achild care provider who meets special developmental or
linguistic needsof the child and thefamily at thepermit school.

Interdistrict Permits/Transfers

Interdistrict Permits are appealed directly to the District Permit Appeals Committee
and may be further appeal ed to the County Board of Education if denied at the
District level. School administrators wishing to cancel an existing Interdistrict
Permit or deny arenewal must contact the Permits and Student Transfers Officeat
(213) 745-1960.

Interdistrict Parent Employment-Related Transfers may not be appealed to the
County; the District Permit Appeals Committee’s decision is final upon approval of
the Board of Education.

VI.  RESPONSIBILITY FOR PUBLICITY

A.

Each school prindpal and the designated administrator in each Local District will
provide information concerning permits to students, parents, and the community.
Any person requesting a permit application will be given one; no person isto be
refused the application or denied information regarding the appeal process. Copies
of all publicity material concerning permits should be retained in the files at each
school and Local District Office. If deemed appropriate, this information should
also be disseminated in foreign languages.
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News rel eases concerning permit policies will be sent to all Los Angeles City
schools and local community newspapers by the Office of Communications prior to
the permit application period. Specific questions of staff and parents concerning
permit policy, regulations, and procedures should be directed to the respective Local
District office.

VII. REPORTING PERMIT ACTIVITY

A.

The PAR, whether prepared by hand or compuiter, is the means by which the School
of Attendance notifies the School of Residence that a permit has been issued.

Elementary schools will complee a Pupil Accounting Report eachtime a student is
transferred and distribute it as indicated on the form.

Secondary schools on the Student Information System (SIS) will send their pamit
activity information directly to the Student Information Branch. No reports need to
be initiated by the school on data already entered in SIS. If PAR’s are at times
hand-prepared, schools must be sure to enter this data into their SIS promptly.
Secondary schools arenot to send any of the hand-prepared PAR’ s to the Peamit
and Student Transfers Office.
